BOWLERS CLUB SOUTH – DUNSTABLE 





On 31st May Glen R and Sam P bowled in the Bowlers Club South held at Dunstable.  In round one Glen  bowled:169,189,258,171,219,179=1185 this put him 2nd, 4 pins behind 1st and he made the cut. The top 9 went through to play a further 2 games in round 2: 170,211 which kept Glen 2nd with a 1566. Missing out on 1st place by 5 pins.  The top 3 of each division went into a step ladder,  Glen was 3rd to play and won by 9 pins, he bowled a 218 progressing through to the final beating his  opponent by 30 pins and bowling a 204. With a tournament average of a 199.5 over 10 games. Glen won £169 in pro-shop vouchers. �       In round 1 Sam came top in his division, he then bowled another 2 games in round 2, keeping his 1st  place which booked him a guaranteed place in the final where he beat his opponent by over 40 pins. With a tournament average of a 166 over 9 games Sam also won £169 in pro-shop vouchers. �


Glen said - "I didn't have the best of starts opening the first 3 frames -  luckily stringing a few strikes along the way. The lanes  were really oiled and I struggled for the first 2 games. Luckily the next two lanes  I moved to,  a left handed bowler had  dried them out, giving me a little bit of movement with my ball. When I finished I knew I had got through to round 2. This was on the same lanes as the last and  I managed to hold 2nd, which put me through to the step ladders. This was the hardest game I had to play in the tournament,  getting lucky on a few shots. I Started off with a spare, 3 in a row putting me in front by 25 pins. I managed to Spare with the odd strikes up to the 9th but my opponent got 3 in a row. I then bowled a 9 in the 10th then finished off with a spare, this put me a total of 20 pins behind then I got a strike and again with my 2nd  ball. The pressure was off, rolling my ball and getting 9 -  beating him by 9 pins overall."

SELWYN’S TOP TRAINING TIPS      -      TARGETS AND ACCURACY





In life, almost everyone has a target or various targets.  Be successful, make money, buy a house, be the best they can, etc,  But what about in tenpin bowling?  Is there one or more targets in bowling? I like to think there is more than one.  Getting a better game is one, a better series, a clean game, or even a perfect game.  Don’t be low man in the team, lol!


You can set yourself all of these targets but if you don’t hit one target, none of the above is possible. That target is your arrow, meaning you have to be accurate. 


Keep your eye on your arrow/mark before and after you release the ball, it tells you if you have hit your mark and after the ball strikes the pins, that you need to adjust your position on the approach or not.  Hit your target and achieve more targets.      				Selwyn
